HEINLEIN GENEALOGY

JOHN CONRAD HEINLEIN (1868 TO 1958)
BERTHA A HEINLEIN, wife (1871 TO 1957)

Bertha Heinlein passed away from “severe senility” on 27 May 1957 in Moon, Allegheny County,
Pennsylvania (Document 3). Her death certificate names her parents as William Charlton and
Isabella Hodgson. John Heinlein died of “generalized arterio-sclerosis” (senility) on 3 December
1958 in Moon Township, at the age of 91 (Document 1).

Bertha’s parents’ birth locations varied in the various censuses. In 1900, they were reportedly born in
England. In 1910 they were born in Germany, and in Pennsylvania according to the 1920
enumeration. They were once again said to be natives of England in 1930.
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
